The German-Americans suffered
the heaviest losses since beer was made mostly by the Germans.
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After the repeal of Prohibition in 1933 the Bruckmann Brewing
Co. was permitted to deliver the first shipment of Bruck’s real
draft beer to The Wheel Café, located at 537 Walnut St. This
delivery was made during the early morning hours on April 7™

At 9am that morning patrons lined up as many as 9to 15ina
line to get a quick taste of beer. Mr. McCullough was one of the
bartenders at the Wheel that morning. Years later he would
recall that he had “never before or since seen so many people
line up to get a glass of beer.”
